CARE N SHARE PROGRAM

Care N Share is a PTA Program founded in 1994 at our school where our children voluntarily
bring in non-perishable food items and toiletries on a designated Tuesday to serve people who
are in need in Orange County. There are about 35,000 homeless people in Orange County
alone; and 70% of these people are families with children.

Last school year Arroyo Vista collected over 6,100 pounds of food!

Iltems most needed are: peanut butter, no-sugar cereal, canned meats, ravioli, spaghetti, chili,
tuna, canned fruits, canned vegetables, pastas, and pasta sauces. Additional needs include:
diapers in sizes 4, 5, and 6, toothbrushes, toothpaste, soap, deodorant and shampoo.

Dates of collection for 2008 — 2009: will begin October 2008 — the Tuesday dates will be
distributed in September after school begins.

Collection sites on campus are: the back stairs (off Las Mesitas) and three

drop off/pick-up areas in front of the school entrances. Collection time will be from

7:45 a.m. — 8:15 a.m. Afternoon kindergarten will have a collection box in front of the gate to
kindergarten.

Reminder notes are sent home in the backpacks and reminder banners will hang throughout
campus the Monday prior.

Care N Share also sponsors Caring Boxes due the early part of November to help children in
need all over the world. Instructions on how to pack a shoebox-sized caring box will be sent
home separately with details on what to include and how to label your items.

The Mission Statement of Care and Share is a quote from Franklin D. Roosevelt:

“The test of our progress is not whether we add more to the abundance of those
who have much; it is whether we provide enough for those who have too little.”

We look forward to another successful and caring year. Thank you to all of the children and
families who so generously donated last year!
